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Damage and Repairs to the Lodge Roof

Earlier this year, a storm with particularly strong winds lifted a portion of the Lodge roof completely off
the building before setting it back down again. There were thankfully no injuries to any Brothers inside the
Lodge at the time nor damage to the interior of the Lodge. However upon assessment of the severity of the
damage it was determined that the entire roof would need to be replaced.

This replacement has already taken place and while our insurance did cover some of the costs, we were
still left with a considerable financial burden for the remainder of the repairs. Princess Anne Lodge No. 25
came to our aid with an extremely generous $10,000.00 interest free promissory note to be paid back
within two years. The remaining costs not covered our insurance settlement and the generosity of Princess
Anne Lodge significantly drained our Building Fund, leaving us in extremis should any other significant
maintenance or repairs to our building be needed. While we are making good progress in obtaining that
$10,000.00 to repay Princess Anne Lodge as quickly as possible, there remains a great deal left to be raised.
Our goal therefore is not to simply repay the promissory note to Princess Anne Lodge, but also replenish
our Building Fund.

For those who have already donated, | am extremely grateful for your willingness to contribute above
and beyond to the continued health of our Lodge. For those who have not yet donated or have been
unaware of this situation, | write to humbly asking you consider donating whatever is within the length of
your cable tow towards this effort. The donations we have received so far have come from a small
percentage of our overall members and they have made great impact. The silver lining in this is that if we
were to receive even small contributions from a majority of our 203 members, we could easily achieve
these goals.

If all were to pitch in as they are able without breaking the bank we can collectively shoulder this
burden and our Lodge will emerge stronger and more prepared for the future. So again, if you have not yet
donated | ask that you please consider lending any amount of support you are able. If you are unsure of
how to make a donation please contact either myself or another Lodge Officer.
